What is the Student Judicial Council?
The Student Judicial Council (SJC) is the judicial branch of the Student Government Association
and assists with election and constitutional conflicts.

Why Join the SJIC?

As an Associate Justice, you will be playing an instrumental part in the HPU community. The SJC
strives to defend and protect the SGA Constitution. In the event of an SGA conflict or SGA
Constitutional controversy, the SJC is called upon to arbitrate and resolve any SGA related issues.

Academic Requirements
As outlined in Article IV of the HPU SGA Constitution, Associate Justices must meet the
following criteria:

1. Have full-time status according to the HPU guidelines and requirements

2. Maintain at 2.5 cumulative GPA

3. Must not hold any position in the Student Government Association outside of the Judicial
Council

NOTE: The SJC needs dedicated candidates that are willing to stay in the Council until
graduation—this Council is not a launching pad into other SGA positions (such as Senate or
Student Body President positions).
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The purpose of this form is to declare your interest in a possible appointment to a Justiceship of
the Student Body (service on the Student Judicial Council) at HPU, and to help assess your
suitability for such a Justiceship. This form neither creates nor implies any obligation whatsoever
for you or the Student Government Association.
